Tenant to landlord (Residential Tenancy)
Tenant gives notice where contamination it is not limited to a remote and inconsequential part of the premises (Uninhabitable meth contamination)

Tenant, who is not at fault, gives 2 days’ notice to end tenancy due to uninhabitable premises.

Notice to terminate tenancy – Premises uninhabitable (methamphetamine contamination)
I am writing about the detailed methamphetamine contamination assessment completed on [date] for [tenancy address].
